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VBS Provides Ministry Opportunity for Members and Fun for Kids

"Be a good
neighbor”
was taught

Excited smiles donned each young face
during Vacation Bible School the last
week of June. Everyone had a marvel-
ous time, and the experience is one that
will not easily be forgotten. About 40
children came each night, and new
faces never ceased to appear. There
were about 20 helpers, instructors,
organizers and counselors there to
guide the children through the activities
and to keep things moving.

The theme was “God’s Big
Backyard,” and the lessons were about
helping others—neighbors, family, com-
munity, friends and Jesus. Mrs. Dusty
[Meyers] put a wheelbarrow up front to
collect gently used toys to give to a
local children’s shelter. It was filled
quickly and a wagon was brought in to
continue collecting the toys. This also
filled quickly and soon both were
overflowing with toys of every sort.

There was a challenge given
each night. Everyone was to help some-
one that fit that night’s lesson — for
example, a neighbor or friend, and
serve them in any way they could. If
they succeeded in their challenge, the
next night they would be able to write
their name on a paper hand and display
it on the huge wooden fence at the head
of'the sanctuary. Many children took up
this opportunity and by the end of the
week, the fence was positively bursting
with the bright rainbow of paper hands
inscribed with the names of those who
were delighted with their good deeds.

There were three different age
groups at the VBS: Cradle Roll, Pri-
mary and Juniors. Cradle Roll had the
most participants, followed by Primary
and then Juniors. There were many
activities for the kids to enjoy as a

group: crafts, in which each child made
something that would help serve those
around them.

There was “Community Cor-
ner,” in which familiar people from the
community would come to visit, teach
alesson and bring the children closer to
Christ. Guests varied in occupations.
One even walked in with a scuba suit!

There was also science, when
the children sat and watched remark-
able experiments performed, some as
simple as cutting a piece of paper in
different ways, while others included
fire, though no precautionary measures
were overlooked. Each session had a
story that strengthened faith and taught
a valuable lesson.

Every night between science
and the next activity, each group took
5-10 minutes outside on the front porch
to sit, sip apple juice and sing to our
Maker.

When all activities were fin-
ished, each group filed back into the
sanctuary to listen eagerly to the end
program which featured a recap of the
day’s lesson and sing the theme song.
Mrs. Dusty brought some item that rep-
resented the day’s main story, such as a
bandage for the story of the Good
Samaritan, a blanket for the story of the
paralyzed man lowered from the

ceiling, and bull rushes for the story of
Miriam and her baby brother Moses.

After a closing prayer by Pas-
tor Daniel, each child would pick a toy
from the “grab basket” filled with
“goodies.” Everyone went home with
something fun — maybe a kaleidoscope
or yo-yo or small puzzle. A child who
had brought a friend could take two
toys. And so the night would end with
kids running off to their parents, a
whole evening of stories in their heads
just waiting to be retold.

Altogether, the VBS was a
wonderfully-put-together operation and
a huge success. The children thorough-
ly enjoyed themselves and it was a
faith-building experience they would
remember throughout their years, look
back upon and smile. #
