Nancy Ortberg relates an experience she had while
working as a registered nurse.  One of her earliest patients
was a young girl of about 14 who had been in a dirt bike
accident. Nancy met this young girl down in the physical
therapy department. She was in a whirlpool bath. 

Nancy had read her chart before going down to
work with her and had learned that as a result of the
accident, the young girl's leg had been amputated below
the knee. It's hard to imagine what it would be like for a
fourteen year-old girl to have to go through that
experience.  

Nancy introduced herself and made small talk. 
During their time together, Nancy learned that the young
girl was a follower of Christ, even though the she didn't
speak much about it. Nancy was caught by surprise when
this young girl lifted her recently-amputated leg out of the
bubbling water and said, "Look at how much I have left!"

The doctors were able to amputate below the knee, the
fourteen-year-old shared.  That meant fitting a prosthesis
would be much easier.  She wondered how long it would
take to heal so that she could get started with it.  

Nancy only half listened as the girl talked on. 
"Look how much I have left!" grabbed Nancy's attention. 
"It wasn't denial or Pollyanna mentality," says Ortberg.
"She knew she was missing a good part of her leg, and she
wouldn't have chosen that. But she was so very thankful
for this bit of good news. Her spirit made my spirit soar
that day. And I had two good legs." (Taken from Looking
for God by Nancy Ortberg, p. 14-15, Tyndale, 2008).           
   During the course of our lives, there may be times when
we may feel that have nothing to be thankful for.  A
fourteen-year-old teaches us a more perfect way. Hebrews

Turning Back the Clock:
How Barbara Became 
a Mother Again 
After Barbara's own children grew up,
she thought she was done raising kids.
She was forced to reevaluate, however,
when her daughter got into drugs,
stopped taking care of her children, and
had them taken away from her into
foster care. That's when Barbara knew
she had to become a mother again. She
didn't have much money, and her health
was poor, but she knew what she had to
do. "God told me I had to take the
children into my home," she says. "I
knew I was the only one they could
depend on." 

At first she barely scraped by
financially, reasoning that it was only a
temporary situation while her daughter
went through rehab. But when her
daughter died of a heart attack, Barbara
had to reexamine her situation. "I was
living on a fixed income, and I knew I
couldn't do it on my own," she says.
"Then someone told me about the
Samaritan Center." Since then, the
Center has helped Barbara with food,
clothes, Thanksgivings, Christmases,
and hundreds of other small but
important needs. Thirteen years later,
those same children are adults. 

"The children are all grown up
now," Barbara says proudly. "I didn't
think I could raise them, but I did. I
couldn't have done it without the

Samaritan Center's help."
Now is the time to remember

the Samaritan Center’s Campaign for
Community. The Center is the Apison
church’s outreach to the residents of
our area.

We want all
of you to know that we are giving
thanks for each one of our cherished
friendships in Apison.

Well, our 10th student missionary
arrived safe and sound.  With that
addition to our two children and our
“adopted” son, we have quite a team.
We call them our “baker’s dozen”! We
have gotten pretty comfortable with
each other and have gotten into a basic
routine.  I think it should be wonderful
eight more months. 

As for our “adopted” son, his name is
Richard.  He is 18 years old.  He is a
bright young man that we feel called to
help out.  His previous situation has put
him very behind in school and has kept

him ignorant to his opportunities.  We
have taken him in and begun home
schooling him along with our children.
He fits right in with our family and is
an answer to our children’s prayers –
they have always wanted an older
brother. We are working diligently to
have all of Richard’s paperwork in
order so that we can bring him home
with us on our next furlough in July
’09.  We can’t wait for you all to meet
him.

Since our last newsletter, it has been
one thing or another that pops up and
interrupts our projects on campus.
They are in the works but moving along
much slower than we had hoped.  We
just keep getting back to it and perse-
vering. 

Rusty has been “pastoring” the church
in a neighboring village (Santa Clara)
for about a month.  He is very well
received there and the people can sense
his compassion for them.  He is new to
the whole preaching thing and is look-
ing positively to the extra down time to
prepare Sabbath sermons and Wednes-
day night study lessons.  He has been
showing a movie on Friday nights, but
we are now out of new ones to show.
Please continue praying for the video
ministry and feel free to contribute
funds if you feel impressed to do so.

We ate macaroni and
cheese for breakfast and white cake for
desert, two luxuries that we almost
never get here!

In just a few days we have an import-
ant meeting with the Adventist School
and College in Managua.  We will be in
the capital city for a week.  This will be
Richard’s first time ever being out of
his region!

reaction!   We are looking forward to a
little break as well - it has been a stress-
ful couple months. 

We have heard bits and pieces of the
news and are praying for each of you
back home.  We all know what time it
is.
